      REGISTRATION INFORMATION 

 
All students will meet with counselors individually or in groups in order to select courses for the 
next school year.  In the spring, when students receive verification listing the selected courses, 
they may make corrections. 
 
Schedule changes after June 1st will likely be impossible.  Therefore, it is imperative that 
students select appropriate classes prior to that date.  Remember course choices become 
commitments.  Any changes after June 1st must have administrative approval and, if space 
permits, will only be considered for the following reasons: 
 

1. Students complete a course during summer school for which they registered in the 
spring. 

 
2. A conflict in the master schedule necessitates dropping or changing a course. 

 
3. Students need an additional course to meet graduation and/or college entrance 

requirements.   It is each student’s responsibility to research postsecondary 
opportunities and be prepared to meet the entrance requirements. 

 
4. Students failed a prerequisite course.  

 

THE CRITICAL QUESTION: 
WHAT CREDITS DO I NEED TO GRADUATE FROM SSCHS AND  

HOW DO I RECEIVE THOSE CREDITS? 
 
• All students must have 250 credits to graduate.  Please be aware that some of the credits 

must come from specified courses. 
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• You ABSOLUTELY MUST ATTEND SCHOOL!  
 
• You MUST PASS YOUR COURSES.  If you do not pass, you do not graduate.  This is 

particularly true of required courses. 
 
In fact, that just happens to be our next topic.  Graduation requirements are listed below.  You 
should know these inside and out, upside-down and backward.  IT IS YOUR 
RESPONSIBILITY TO MEET GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS!  Your counselor keeps close 
track of the courses you have taken.  All you have to do is ask.  But don't forget, counselors 
are human and sometimes humans make mistakes.  IT IS AS IMPORTANT FOR YOU TO 
KEEP TRACK AS IT IS FOR YOUR COUNSELOR.  You need to check from time to time to 
make sure records agree. 
 
 

Beginning with the Class of 2010, GPA’s and class ranks 
will be figured using ONLY the weighted scale.

Every student must earn 250 credits to graduate from South Sioux City High School.  Within 
these credits are certain required classes that must be passed.

      TIPS TO DO WELL ON THE ACT: 
 
**Preparation counts!  Students who complete a core preparatory program score nearly three 
(3) points higher than those who do not.  ACT defines a core curriculum as four (4) or more 
years of English and three (3) or more years of each of the following:  social sciences, natural 
sciences and mathematics courses (including Algebra 1 and above). 

   
Courses recommended for doing well on the ACT: 

 
ENGLISH:  English 1, English 2, Composition 1, Composition 2, Reading Strategies, 
Mythology, American Literature 1 & 2, British Literature, Journalism, Contemporary Authors, 
Short Story, and Advanced Placement English  
 
MATHEMATICS: Algebra 1, Algebra 2, Geometry, College Math, Trigonometry, Analysis, 
Probability/Statistics and Advanced Placement Calculus 
 
SCIENCE: Physical Science, Biology, Advanced Biology, Chemistry 1 & 2, Physics 1 & 2, 
Anatomy, and Physiology 
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SOCIAL STUDIES: World Geography, World History, American History, American 
Government, Economics, Sociology and Psychology 
 
FOREIGN LANGUAGE: Spanish 1 through 5 (Students who take a foreign language are better 
prepared for the English portion of the test!) 
 

 
GUIDELINES FOR 5TH YEAR STUDENTS 

 
Any student who is entering the 5th year of high school and who has 25 credits or less to earn 
toward graduation must attend the district’s alternative school, Gateway to Learning.  
Exceptions must be reviewed and approved by administration.  If the student has 30 or more 
credits to earn toward graduation, he or she may enroll at South Sioux High School and must 
take at least three classes each term. 
 
If a 5th year student does not meet the following guidelines, he or she will then be reassigned 
to Gateway to Learning. 

1. The student will be allowed to miss no more than three days per term without 
a medical document stating that the student is “too ill to attend school.” 

2. The student will be allowed to have no more than one minor disciplinary 
referral per term, and no major disciplinary referrals. 

3. The student must pass all classes during the term. 
 

Any student who completes their course work at Gateway to Learning  
will receive a diploma from South Sioux City High School and may participate in the graduation 
ceremony.   

 
PROGRAMS OF STUDY 

COLLEGE PREPARATORY PROGRAM OF STUDY 
 
Students need to enter a four-year college being as strong academically as they can be; and 
the way to do this is to take as many college preparatory classes as they can fit into their 
schedules.  The following program of study is essential and highly recommended as 
preparation for a successful transition from South Sioux City High School to a four-year 
college.  In some instances, the recommendations will exceed minimum SSCHS graduation 
requirements and college admissions standards.   
These recommended courses are designed to prepare students for success in college and aid 
in the preparation of students for the ACT and SAT college entrance exams. 

 English…………………………………………………………. 40 credits 
  (Excluding Reading Strategies, Journalism, Applied Communications,  
    Speech 2) 

 Mathematics………………………………………………….. 40 credits 
  (Including Trigonometry and Analysis.  It is recommended that students enroll in 
a math course during their senior year.) 
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Science……………………………………………………. 30-40 credits 
(Excluding Discover Science, Life Science) 

 
 Social Science …………………………………………... 30-40 credits 
 
 Foreign Language……………………………………….. 20-40 credits 
  (Minimum:  2 years              Preferred:  4 years) 
  (Four years of one language will often meet college graduation requirements.) 
 
 Keyboarding/Word Processing…………………………….. 5 credits 
 
 Fine Arts ………………………………………………………..10 credits 
 
 Business (Students who plan to major in business should take every business 
  class SSCHS has to offer) 
 
As is noted above, four years of mathematics and three or four years of science are 
recommended.    Please know that in order to be successful in the upper level science and 
math classes, students need a C- or above in their algebra, geometry, physical science, and 
biology classes. 
 

GENERAL PROGRAM 
 

Entry level skills in several vocational areas may be obtained by careful selection of 
appropriate electives.  Students may choose from industrial technology, family and consumer 
sciences, or business courses that may lead to full-time employment upon graduation. 
  

College Credit Opportunities at SSC Senior High 
 
Students at the High School have opportunities to earn college credit in three separate 
programs. 
  
• The Advanced Placement Classes provide students with the opportunity to take an A. P. 

Exam at the end of the course to earn college credit.  The student is required to pay a fee 
for the exam. 

 
• High school juniors and seniors are eligible to participate in the Project Challenge 

Program through Northeast Community College.  Students must have successfully 
completed the prerequisite high school or college courses and be approved by a high 
school administrator.  Recommended academic guidelines for Project Challenge students 
are that students rank in the upper half of their high school class and have a GPA of 3.0. 
(Please also see other requirements on the following pages.)   Project Challenge Classes 
offered at South Sioux City High School include AP Calculus, AP English, 
Composition 2, Trigonometry/Analysis, Probability/Statistics, College Math,  
Spanish 3,  and Spanish 4. 
 
Transferability:  Successful completion of Project Challenge courses at the local high 
school earns credits and grades on a Northeast Community College transcript. A written 
request must be made to the Northeast Registrar asking that the transcript be sent to the 
college or university of the student's choice. The receiving institution has the ultimate 
decision about accepting transfer credits. 
  

Written transfer agreements are in place for Wayne State College, Chadron State College, 
University of Nebraska/Lincoln, University of Nebraska/Kearney, Doane College, Peru State 
College, and the University of Nebraska/Omaha. Many courses have transferred to  
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other public and private two-and four-year institutions. Northeast's Student Services' 
counselors can inquire about transferability for you, or you can find the NECC transferability 
guide on Northeast's website at www.northeastcollege.com. 

 
• Northeast Community College also offers numerous general education classes at its 

South Sioux City campus; the majority of these classes are offered during fourth period and 
in the evenings.  Recommended academic guidelines are the same as those set forth in 
Project Challenge. 
 

• Morningside College offers the Senior Scholar Program, which allows seniors with a GPA 
of 3.0 or above to enroll in up to six credits per semester in any interest areas for a course 
processing fee of $50.00 plus the cost of books or supplies.  This course is taken on the 
campus of Morningside College. 

 
Course descriptions identify the courses included in the first two programs.  Guidance 

counselors can also provide students with additional information. 
 

DUAL CREDIT/PROJECT CHALLENGE  CLASSES 
AND  

ARTICULATED CREDIT CLASSES  
THROUGH 

NORTHEAST COMMUNITY COLLEGE 
 
 
 

Northeast Community College is offering two types of college credit at South Sioux City High 
School.  Please be aware of both types of credit. 

 
DUAL CREDIT CLASSES 
A dual credit class is a class offered at SSCHS and taught by a SSCHS faculty member.  A 
student pays tuition to Northeast Community College and receives not only high school credit 
but also college credit.  These credits are transferable to MOST four-year colleges.  When 
applying to colleges, students must request that Northeast Community College send a 
transcript to the college of their choice.   
 

• The following classes are “dual credit” classes offered at South Sioux City High 
School: 

College Math 
Trigonometry & Analysis 
Probability & Statistics 

AP Calculus 
Composition 2 

AP English 
Spanish 3 
Spanish 4 

 
ARTICULATED CREDIT CLASSES 
An articulated credit class is a class offered at SSCHS and taught by a SSCHS faculty 
member.  Tuition is NOT required of this class.  If a student passes the class with a “B” or 
above, Northeast Community College will award credit, but the credit is good ONLY at 
Northeast Community College toward a diploma or associate degree offered by them.    It will 
not transfer to most colleges and universities.

SSCHS Information for Students Taking Dual Credit Classes 
 
If you sign up for one of the following classes for the 2010-11 school year:  College 
Math, Trigonometry/Analysis, Probability/Statistics, AP Calculus, AP English or 
Composition 2 and you are planning on taking any of these classes for college credit, 
the next two pages pertain to you.   From this point on, ‘you’ will refer to the student. 
 
Northeast Community College will now be requiring minimum test scores as 
prerequisites for certain of these dual credit classes.  The prerequisite has been 
required of all other NECC students for the last four years, but the policy is now being 
extended to dual credit students.  Using the minimum test score prerequisite: 

• makes the Project Challenge classes equal in all respects to the same classes at 
the South Sioux City Education Center, NECC Campus, and at other colleges in 
our region 

• enhances transferability and credibility of the dual credit courses 
• helps you determine if you are prepared to take college-level coursework.  

 
To take College Math for college credit 

• You must have a 21 on the math portion of the ACT test OR 
• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 

the COMPASS Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 45 
 
To take Trigonometry/Analysis for college credit  

• You must have a 21 on the math portion of the ACT test OR 
• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 

the COMPASS Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 45 OR the COMPASS 
College Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 30 

 
To take Probability/Statistics for college credit 

• You must have a 21 on the math portion of the ACT test OR 
• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 

the COMPASS Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 45 OR the COMPASS 
College Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 30 

 
To take AP Calculus for college credit 

• You must have a 23 on the math portion of the ACT test OR 
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• You must have taken Trig/Analysis for college credit and received a “C” or better 

OR 
• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 

the COMPASS College Algebra test and receive a minimum score of 50  
 
To take AP English for college credit 

• You must have an 18 on the English portion of the ACT test because you will be 
receiving Composition 1 credit OR 

• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 
the COMPASS Reading Test and Writing Test and receive a minimum of 79 and 
71. 

 
To take Composition 2 at the high school for English Composition I college credit 

• You must have an 18 on the English portion of the ACT test OR 
• You must set up an appointment with NECC before school starts next fall to take 

the COMPASS Reading Test and Writing Test and receive a minimum of 79 and 71 
 
The COMPASS tests that are required are free and are available at Northeast 
Community College’s campus in South Sioux City at 3309 Daniels Lane.  We were 
informed that the COMPASS tests take approximately 90 minutes.  It is extremely 
important that you get this matter taken care of as soon as possible, and it is extremely 
important that you call ahead (241-6400) and set up an appointment.   Make sure you let 
them know which class or classes you plan on taking for college credit.   Use the guide 
below.

Taking college credits through Project Challenge is to your advantage economically, 
and you do not want to miss out on any opportunities.  If you plan on doing this, please 
get everything taken care of before the end of the year!   If you have questions, please 
contact Northeast Community College’s campus in South Sioux City (241-6400). 
 

• Transferability:  Successful completion of Project Challenge courses at the local high 
school earns credits and grades on a Northeast Community College transcript. A written 
request must be made to the Northeast Registrar asking that the transcript be sent to 
the college or university of the student's choice.  The receiving institution has the 
ultimate decision about accepting transfer credits.  

 
• Please be aware that if you plan to attend a South Dakota school which is under 

the Board of Regents of South Dakota, the colleges will NOT accept credits 
earned here at the High School. 
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SUPPLEMENTAL PROGRAMS 
English as a Second Language (ESL) 
 
 Foreign speaking students in grades nine through twelve may participate in the district's 
English as a Second Language program.  Credit in the ESL program will be awarded on the 
following basis: 
 
  1.  Students assigned to ESL English instead of regular English  may earn ESL English 
credit. 
 
  2.  Students assigned to ESL English in addition to regular English may earn elective credit 
(for ESL classes) to be applied toward the 250 hours required for graduation. 
 
3.   Students successfully completing a minimum of four (4) semesters of Junior and/or Senior 
level English may use ESL credits to meet the balance of the English credits required for 
graduation.  For example, a student may take ESL English in grades nine and ten, then take 
regular English classes during grades eleven and twelve and be granted a regular diploma, 
providing, of course, all other graduation requirements are met. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
NCAA FRESHMAN-ELIGIBILITY STANDARDS 
QUICK REFERENCE SHEET 

 
 

KNOW THE RULES: 
 
Core Courses 
 

 NCAA Division I requires 16 core courses as of August 1, 2008.  This rule applies to any student first 

entering any Division I college or university on or after August 1, 2008.  See the chart below for the breakdown 
of this 16 core-course requirement. 

 

 NCAA Division II requires 14 core courses.  See the breakdown of core-course requirements below.  Please 

note, Division II will require 16 core courses beginning August 1, 2013. 

 
Test Scores 
 

 Division I has a sliding scale for test score and grade-point average.  The sliding scale for those requirements 

is shown on page two of this sheet. 
 

 Division II has a minimum SAT score requirement of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68. 
 

 The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes only the critical reading and math sections.  The writing 

section of the SAT is not used. 
 

 The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of the four sections on the ACT: English, mathematics, 

reading and science. 
 

 All SAT and ACT scores must be reported directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center by the testing agency.  
Test scores that appear on transcripts will not be used.  When registering for the SAT or ACT, use the 
Eligibility Center code of 9999 to make sure the score is reported to the Eligibility Center. 

 
Grade-Point Average 
 

 Only core courses are used in the calculation of the grade-point average. 
 

 Be sure to look at your high school’s list of NCAA-approved core courses on the Eligibility Center's Web site to 

make certain that courses being taken have been approved as core courses.  The Web site is 
www.eligibilitycenter.org.   

 

 Division I grade-point-average requirements are listed on page two of this sheet.

Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12 
  
This class is for those students who wish to develop skills and understanding of a wide variety 
of art materials and techniques.  This is a foundation course for all other art classes.  A historical 
reference will be supportive to the individual areas of study.  These areas may include design, 
drawing, painting, pottery and crafts.  Students will take lecture notes and observe 
demonstrations and films. Students will usually complete a graded exercise in preparation for a 
specific project.  Art History will center on American artists.  The student's projects and 
performance will be measured in these specific areas: the acquisition, application and 
individualistic use of the specific skills to be learned, test scores, and classroom cooperation 
and work habits.  Students must pass both terms of Intro to Art in order to advance to the upper 
level classes. 
  
DRAWING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This class will carry on a further study and use of traditional and contemporary techniques in 
drawing. Study will include figuration, portraiture, landscape, and general illustration. Students 
will study line, form, value and color relationships as well as the five forms of perspective.  Art 
history will center specifically on International artists.  Students will take notes, see films, 
observe demonstrations, report on periodicals, work on location, and take field trips.  Students 
are expected to devote a portion of out of class time to their projects.  Student performance and 
projects will be measured in these areas: acquisition, application and individual use of skills 
learned, test scores, classroom cooperation, and work habits. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art 
 
ADVANCED DRAWING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5   Grades:  11, 12   
 
Advanced drawing is offered for those students who wish to stay in drawing after successfully 
finishing one semester in this area. This course is for the serious, self-motivated student who 
intends a career in art or continued growth in a hobby.  Students will take lecture notes, observe 
demonstrations and films, report on periodicals, work on location. Students will be expected to 
devote out of class time to their projects.  
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art and Drawing  
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CRAFTS       
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This class is designed to emphasize the three-dimensional arts and crafts as related to 
traditional hobbies.  Projects may include basket weaving, etched mirrors, candle making,  print 
making and a variety of other projects. Students will take notes as needed and observe 
classroom demonstrations. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art 
 
PAINTING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This class will carry on a further study and use of traditional and contemporary techniques in 
painting.  Study will include figuration, portraiture, landscape, and general illustration.  Students 
will study form and content, color theory, and brush techniques. Art history will center 
specifically on international artists and art movements of the twentieth century.  Students will 
take notes, see films, observe demonstrations, report on periodicals, and work on location.  
Students are expected to devote a portion of out of class time to their projects.  Student 
performance and projects will be measured in these areas: acquisition, application and 
individualistic use of skills learned, test scores, classroom cooperation, and work habits. 
Prerequisite:    Introduction to Art 
 
ADVANCED PAINTING     
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
  
Advanced painting is offered for those students who wish to stay in painting after successfully 
finishing one semester in this area. This course is for the serious, self-motivated student who 
intends a career in art or continued growth in a hobby.  Students will stretch a canvas to paint 
on.  Projects will challenge students through techniques and creativity.  Students will be 
introduced to the use of airbrush painting. Students will take lecture notes, observe 
demonstrations and films, report on periodicals and work on location. Students will be expected 
to devote out of class time to their projects. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art and Painting 
 
POTTERY        
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This course is designed to increase the students skill and knowledge of hand built and potter's 
wheel techniques. The use of tools, glaze, and the kiln will be emphasized. Students will use 
various coil, pinch, and slab hand building techniques. Basic requirements on the potter's wheel 
will be learned. These will include the cylinder, bowl, and plate forms. Student creativity will be 
greatly encouraged.  Students will take notes, observe demonstrations, and report on 
periodicals. 
Prerequisite:   Introduction to Art 
 
ADVANCED POTTERY 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
      
Advanced pottery is offered for those students who wish to stay in pottery after successfully 
finishing one semester in this area.  This course is for the serious, self-motivated student who 
intends to pursue a career in art or continue growth in a hobby.   Specific individual needs will 
be structured for the student by the teacher.  Students will take lecture notes, observe 
demonstrations and films, report on periodicals and work on location.  Students will be expected 
to devote out of class time to their projects. 
Prerequisite:   Introduction to Art and Pottery 
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SCULPTURE 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
This course is for students who wish to work specifically in the third dimension (modeling, 
carving, assemblage, construction, mold making, and casting) using a variety of traditional and 
non-traditional methods.  Many different mediums may be used, for example: clay, wood, 
plaster, and many other forms of mixed media. 
Prerequisite:   Introduction to Art 
 
ADVANCED SCULPTURE 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This course is offered for those students who wish to stay in sculpture after successfully 
finishing one semester in this area.  This course is for the serious, self-motivated student who 
intends to pursue his interest in art or continues one’s personal growth in art.  It is geared 
toward students who want to work specifically in the third dimension (modeling, carving, 
assemblage, construction, mold making and casting) using a variety of traditional and 
nontraditional methods.  Many different mediums will be used at a more advanced level.  
Specific individual needs will be structured for the student.  Students will be expected to devote 
out of class time to their projects. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art and Sculpture 
 
INDEPENDENT ART/PORTFOLIO 
Elective  One to Four Terms Credits:  5-20  Grades:  11, 12 
 
Permission is required by a specific teacher to gain entrance into this class.  Students must first 
complete the upper level class offerings.  They must possess the ability to be self-motivated and 
willing to work independently but under the guidance of the instructor.   Typically the student will 
focus on their strengths and weaknesses.  This is a class that varies in topics, approaches, and 
techniques.  Students will be challenged creatively in two or three-dimensional art.  This is a 
fantastic class for those interested in art as a career and as a class to develop a portfolio.  The 
presentation of a portfolio is often required by art schools or as a way of winning scholarship aid 
for most colleges.  Independent Art may be taken more than once.

BUSINESS AND PERSONAL LAW 1     
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
 Business and Personal Law develops an awareness of legal encounters for individuals as 
consumers and responsible citizens.   This class gives background information in the law as it 
relates to the average individual and problems they may encounter with the law, other persons 
suing them and their consumer rights. Students acquire a general understanding of our legal 
system and current problems in society as they are introduced to criminal law, tort law, and the 
judicial system.  Contract law is covered in the second half of the term and consumer protection 
is discussed.  This is helpful to anyone for personal use, but also for background knowledge it 
you intend having a career involving the law from court reporters to paralegals, lawyers, or law 
enforcement personnel. 
 
ACCOUNTING  (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Accounting is defined as the planning, keeping, analyzing, and interpreting of financial records. 
This course is the first step in preparing the student for an entry-level position as a bookkeeper.  
It is also very beneficial for those considering college in the areas of business administration, 
accounting, finance, etc.  Course work deals with the analysis of financial data for a service 
business, a partnership, and a corporation.  Source documents are analyzed and recorded in a 
journal.  Adjusting and closing entries are prepared at the end of a fiscal period and the 
appropriate financial statements prepared. 
 
ADVANCED ACCOUNTING       
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  11, 12 
 
An advanced accounting course that continues to prepare high school graduates for entry-level 
accounting positions and business courses at the college level.  Accounting principles learned in 
accounting 1 become more specialized.  Topics include departmental accounting, general 
accounting adjustments, corporation accounting, and cost accounting.  Students use practice 
sets to more closely simulate business activities. 
Prerequisite:  Accounting 1 
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MARKETING 
 
Elective  One Term Credits:  5 Grades:   10, 11, 12 
 
Eighty percent of all jobs require marketing related skills.  Learn how a product/service 
moves from the initial stages of an idea to you as a consumer.  This course covers the 
fundamental concepts, skills, and attitudes common to the field of marketing.  Students 
will explore the basic functions of marketing: pricing, promotion, product planning and 
place. Through projects, activities, and class discussion, students will study the 
relationship between business and the free enterprise system, the marketing concepts, 
potential markets, and market research.  Students will study the skills of good 
salesmanship and promotion (advertising, store displays, sales promotions, etc).  
Students will be able to take part in the start-up business plan and the operation of a 
school store.   
Prerequisites:  Accounting I 
 
 
COLLEGE/CAREER READINESS 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
 
This class helps prepare students for their lives after high school.  Students will use the 
Nebraska Career Connections web site to research careers and colleges.  At this web 
site students will also be able to create a professional resume and begin to create an 
electronic portfolio.  Today’s jobs and colleges expect high school graduates to be 
computer literate so they will brush up their skills in WORD, EXCEL, POWER POINT, 
ACCESS, and WEB PAGE DESIGN.  To further prepare for life after high school 
students will complete a unit on personal finance and credits.  Speakers from a variety 
of careers and postsecondary options will present to the class.

INTRODUCTION TO CAREER AND TECHNICAL EDUCATION 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits: 10  Grades: 9 
(Prerequisite for all other CTE courses)   (10-12 if first CTE course) 
 
This course is a prerequisite for all other courses a student might wish to take in 
Career and Technical Education.  The course provides the student with the 
knowledge and basic skills needed to be successful in future Career and Technical 
Education courses, as well as, a possible future career in an industrial/technical field.  
The knowledge and skills provided the student would include math and measurement 
skills; knowledge of basic safety; knowledge of basic tools, machines and equipment 
including identification and usage; knowledge and importance of the four technologies 
and how they are interrelated; skills in following step-by-step instructions; skills in the 
design and creation of simple projects related to the four technologies; knowledge of 
career opportunities in the field and career pathways offered at South Sioux Senior 
High. The course will be activity based with major emphasis placed upon the mastery of 
the basic skills listed above. 
  
INTRODUCTION TO METALS (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS)  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 

The purpose of this class is to expose the student to a variety of methods of metals 
manufacturing, including but not limited to, welding, drilling, sawing, torching and 
bending of different types of metals.  The student will be competent on a variety of 
metalworking machines and welders, and will be able to demonstrate proper safety 
techniques in a laboratory setting.  The student will become familiar with the hand tools 
common to metalworking and will be able to use them in a competent manner.  
Students will be exposed to MIG welding, Arc welding and gas welding.  Students will 
learn basic measuring techniques, concentrating on the metric system of measurement.  
Students will also learn about the career opportunities that exist in the field of 
metalworking. 
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FABRICATION/MANUFACTURING I    
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  11, 12 

The purpose of this class is to learn in detail the various methods of welding.  Students 
will become competent on the MIG, Arc, Gas and TIG welders.  Students will be able to 
weld both ferrous and non-ferrous metals.  The student will learn about the variety of job 
opportunities that exist in the welding field.  The student will complete a lab sheet with a 
variety of different welds on it, as well as complete a small, self-designed project. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Metals 
 
FABRICATION/MANUFACTURING II   
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  11, 12 
   
The purpose of this class is to introduce the student to a variety of machining 
techniques.  The student will become familiar with the lathe and the mill and create a 
small project on each machine.  Students will learn proper safety and operation of all 
large machines in the metals lab, including but not limited to the lathe, the mill, the drill 
press, the ironworkers, the band saw, and the bench grinder.  The student will also 
learn to competently use the various hand tools associated with the machining area. 
Prerequisite:  Fabrication/Manufacturing I 
 
ADVANCED FABRICATION/MANUFACTURING (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
  
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  12 
 
The student will learn advanced machining techniques in this class.  The student will 
work with the engine lathe and the mill, as well as other large machines in the lab to 
produce projects.  The student will design a project and complete it for a final grade.  
Students will learn about career options in the machining industry as well.  The student 
will become competent on the TIG welder, as well as master the MIG, Arc and Gas 
welding procedures.  The student who successfully completes this class will be a 
competent welder in all areas. 
Prerequisite:  Fabrication/Manufacturing 1 and 2 
 
 
LABORATORY, MAINTENANCE, REPAIR AND IMPROVEMENT 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  12 
 
This is an advanced metals class for the student who plans to go to college, technical 
school or directly into the work force.  The student's grade will be derived from class 
assignments, attendance and a notebook that contains all the repair and improvement 
activities completed by the student. The student will be on an individualized program 
and will meet at the same time as another class.  The student will use tools, equipment 
and materials to successfully repair items brought into the laboratory.  The student will 
follow a maintenance schedule for each machine in the laboratory.  This is an 
individualized opportunity and the student must meet selection criteria of the instructor. 
Prerequisite:  Manufacturing Technology 1 and 2; Intro to Cabinetry/Construction & 
Advanced Cabinetry/Construction or Teacher Permission 
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POWER DRIVE       
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This is a class where the students work as a team to build an electric vehicle.  Students 
will race this vehicle at numerous rallies in the spring with the ultimate goal of winning a 
state title.  Students must be 16 years of age with a valid driver’s license to compete.  
Students will draw on welding, printreading, design, engineering, and troubleshooting 
skills as well as interact with local businesses and industries to complete the car on 
schedule. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Metals; Fabrication/Manufacturing 1; Instructor 
Permission 
 
INTRODUCTION TO DRAFTING/CAD 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This course is a study of basic drawing and sketching as used universally in industry.  
Learning experiences include the development of skills through the use of drafting 
equipment to create technical drawings.  Using technology provides opportunities for 
students to create drawings with CAD (computer-aided-drafting).  Drafting is beneficial 
to students interested in drafting, architecture, electronics, electricity, design, 
engineering, graphic arts, building trades, welding, auto mechanics and auto body. 
 
MECHANICAL/TECHNICAL DRAFTING (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS)    
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5            Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
Students will be trained on the different aspects of board drafting and computer aided 
drafting.  During the course of the nine weeks, students will gain knowledge and 
experience in drafting equipment, geometry for drafting, multiview drawings, 
dimensioning, sectional views, auxiliary views, pictorial drawings, architectural drafting, 
structural drafting and map drafting.  Students will gain experience in the use of the 
drafting software “Auto Sketch” and the 3-D modeling software “Rhinoceros”. 
 
3D- MODELING AND DESIGN 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9,10,11,12 
 
Students will learn how to add 3-D modeling to a design and design communication 
knowledge.  Students will be able to focus on graphic design concepts while taking 
advantage of the latest 3-D modeling technology.  Using Rhino, students will be guided 
through a series of hands-on exercises that highlight 3-D modeling concepts.  Students 
will also learn how Rhino is used to render models for visualization, translate 3-D 
models to CAM products for manufacturing or prototyping, and export 3-D models into 
2-D CAD or graphics programs. 
 
ADVANCED 3D-MODELING AND DESIGN 
Elective  One Term  Credits: 5  Grades: 10,11,12 
 
Students are able to take another 9 week section of 3D-Modeling after successful 
completion of the introductory course with a grade of C or higher.  Students in this 
course will expand their technical skills on how to model, render and animate objects.  
Students will be required to complete detailed and highly technical models.  Grades for 
this class will be based on the difficulty and accuracy of the model design, and the 
students lab work grade. 
Prerequisite: 3-D Modeling and Design (Grade of C or Higher) 
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ARCHITECTURAL 1      
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This course will provide the basic information necessary for planning various types of 
dwellings.  In the section of the architectural classes, students will be presented basic 
instructions in preparing architectural working drawings using traditional methods of 
drafting.  The course is intended to develop the necessary technical skills to 
communicate architectural ideas in an understandable, efficient, and accurate manner.  

ARCHITECTURAL 2  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This course is intended to broaden the student’s knowledge of terms and concepts 
related to the architectural field.  Students will be presented basic instructions in 
preparing architectural working drawings using both traditional and computer-aided 
drafting techniques.  Students will become familiar with the software programs Auto 
Sketch, AutoCAD, ArchiCAD and Rhinoceros.  Students will also start to construct a 
scale model of the house that they designed in Architectural 1.  The course is intended 
to develop the necessary technical skills to communicate architectural ideas in an 
understandable, efficient, and accurate manner. 
Prerequisite:  Architectural 1   
 
ARCHITECTURAL 3 (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS)    
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  11, 12 
Offered as Independent Study with Teacher Permission 
 
This course is intended to broaden the student’s knowledge of terms and concepts 
related to the architectural field.  Students will be presented basic instructions in 
preparing architectural working drawings using both traditional and computer-aided 
drafting techniques.  The overall goal of this course is to have the student design, build 
and estimate a residential structure.  Students will be required to have a scaled model, 
floor plan, foundation plan, roof plan, elevation plans, electrical plans, plumbing plans, 
perspective views and presentation views.  The course is intended to develop the 
necessary technical skills to communicate architectural ideas in an understandable, 
efficient, and accurate manner. 
Prerequisite:  Architectural 1, Architectural 2 
 
INTRODUCTION TO CABINETRY/CONSTRUCTION    
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
(There will be a lab fee for this course of $30 to $50) 
 
This is an introductory course for the woodworking/construction program at the senior 
high level.  It is a prerequisite for Advanced Cabinetry/Residential Construction.  
 
 
1st Term  
The first term of the course will focus on the basic tools, machines, and procedures 
involved in cabinetry or basic woodworking. Students successfully completing the first 
term of the course will be able to safely and correctly use the tools and power machines 
located in the cabinetry/construction lab; use these tools and machines in the 
construction of a small wood project; estimate and plan for a wood project, choose and 
install hardware on the project, and utilize appropriate finishing techniques.  
The student's grade will be determined by quizzes, study guides, tests, daily lab work 
and project outcome.

2nd Term 
The second term of the course will focus on construction and carpentry.  The student, 
using the knowledge of tools, machines, and practices gained in the first term, will begin 
to learn how they apply to construction.  Students will learn basic construction 
techniques found in residential construction such as how to construct and assemble 
flooring to the foundation; how to frame a stud wall; how to frame in a door or window; 
how to construct and install roof rafters or trusses; and how to enclose the structure with 
sheathing, siding, roofing materials, and door and window installation.  Students will 
utilize this knowledge to complete a small structure or large scale model(s) of structures 
such as a dog house, garden shed, play house, deck, garage or home. These 
structures will be constructed to the exact specifications utilized in actual residential 
construction. 
 
ADVANCED CABINETRY/RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION    
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
1st Term 
This is a course for those students who wish to expand their knowledge in the area of 
woodworking.   Students will be reviewed on the use of the woodworking tools and 
machines with safety instructions.  Students will be introduced to materials processing 
procedures by the construction of a mass-produced product.  Students will have the 
opportunity to design and plan their project(s) on the CAD system.  Study guides, tests, 
daily work, and project outcome will determine students’ grades. 
 
2nd Term 
Residential Construction is an introductory course in light construction.  In this course, 
the student will study a multitude of construction technology systems that are involved in 
constructing a home or a small structure.  Areas of study will include wall framing, blue 
print reading, roofing, foundations, finish construction, enclosing construction, electrical 
wiring, plumbing, site work, measurement and layout, estimating, hand and power tools, 
materials and processes and safety.  The students will be introduced to various 
concepts, information, and principles for each construction system in a classroom 
environment.  The student will apply the information through “hands-on” activities within 
the laboratory or on a work site.  The student will be evaluated on quizzes, tests and lab 
activities. 
 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Cabinetry/Construction 
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SMALL ENGINES MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR  
Elective  One Term   Credits: 5  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 

This course begins with the basic engine fundamentals including two-stroke and four-
stroke cycle engines, then traces all major engine systems used in lawn mowers, chain 
saws, outboard motors, portable generators, motorbikes, motorcycles, and several other 
types of equipment. Besides engine maintenance, troubleshooting and repair, there are 
sections on electrical systems, starting systems, ignition components and the servicing 
of small diesel engines.  

The purpose of this course is to provide students with knowledge of the internal 
combustion engine and the proper use of tools and equipment involved in small engine 
repair.  Students will also be required to perform a complete overhaul on a Briggs and 
Stratton engine.  
 
Content: 
The content shall include but not limited to the following: 

• The importance of shop safety and the safe use of various power equipment 
and welding machines 

• Identification of tools and engine parts  
• Overhaul of a Briggs & Stratton engine 
• The proper use of micrometers 
• The use of engine manuals  
• How to trouble shoot a small engine 

Prerequisite:  None 
 

CAREER AND TECHNICAL EDUCATION CAREER PATHWAYS                                   
Elective  One Term   Credits:  5  Grades 10, 11, 12 

Career and Technical Education is a secondary program geared towards preparing 
students for careers in the industrial trades area.  As a component of career-technical 
education, Career Pathways provides students the opportunity to advance in a wide 
range of trade and industrial occupations.  They are prepared for initial employment, 
further education at the community college or university level, and/or business 
ownership.  The career pathways in Trade and Industrial Education are commercial and 
artistic production, construction, engineering, industrial, public service and transport 
systems technologies.  A balanced program of classroom study and practical work 
experiences produces competent workers who can manage resources, work 
cooperatively, organize and use information, understand complex systems, and apply 
appropriate technology.  Cooperative education, internships, and apprenticeship 
experiences are available through the Career and Technical Education program. 

Course work will be delivered exploring various careers relating to the Career and 
Technical Education field.  Students will be given classroom related information along 
with visitations to various businesses and industries to further their understanding of 
these pathway careers.       Prerequisite:  None

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY 
Elective  One Term Credits: 5    Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This class is designed to provide students with basic keyboarding skills.  Please note 
that this is a counselor permission class and it is not open to those students who would 
typically obtain these skills in computer applications at the middle level. 
Pre-requisite:  Counselor Permission 
 
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY I (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
Elective  One Term Credits: 5 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
Students will demonstrate basic skills in the areas of word processing, spreadsheet 
application, database application, and electronic presentation.  This will include 
creating, editing, saving, and retrieval of data in a variety of information systems.  This 
will include internet use, communication, and ethical issues.  Students are graded on 
applications and tests. 
 
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY II (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
 
Elective  One Term Credits: 5 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This is an intermediary course designed to present higher-level computer skills.  
Students will develop advanced concepts in word processing including reference 
applications with footnotes, textual citations, bibliographies; applying built-in styles for 
table of content and outline view. They will learn to do desktop publishing using 
advanced word applications for newsletters and brochures.  They will create advanced 
spreadsheets using Excel and develop formulas and graphs.  Students will create 
database applications using tables; set up queries and reports. Voice Recognition is 
introduced using Dragon Naturally Speaking software.  This program allows students to 
produce documents through voice, adjust format, and save using voice commands with 
a higher level of output.  This advanced level of computer application encourages 
critical thinking and problem solving as well as team-work.  Students are graded on 
assignments, tests, and a capstone project at the end of the course.  This course 
articulates to NECC for Voice Recognition credit with completion at a grade of B or 
better. 
Prerequisite: Information Technology I 
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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY III(NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
Elective  One Term Credits: 5 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
Students will work with a variety of software to develop desktop publishing documents, 
extensive database applications, queries, tables, reports, and forms.  They will be able 
to maintain, update, and retrieve data as needed.  Students will integrate a variety of 
technology equipment to present a capstone project.  This course will incorporate 
independent thinking and problem solving skills as students explore and develop their 
specific area of interest using multiple software and technology. Students are graded on 
assignments, tests, and a capstone project at the end of the course.  This course 
articulates to NECC for Microcomputer Applications credit with completion at a grade of 
B or better. 
Prerequisite:  Information Technology I and II. 
 
PC-MULTIMEDIA/GRAPHICS APPLICATIONS (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS)  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Students will expand on the multimedia/graphics applications introduced in PC3.  Students will 
complete advanced integrated projects using current graphics/multimedia software such as 
PowerPoint, Adobe Applications, and Video Production.  Advanced Internet skills will be taught 
and incorporated into class projects.  The students will be graded on homework, tests and 
especially on computer laboratory assignments. 
Prerequisites:  Personal Computer 2, Personal Computer 3 
 
COMPUTER PROGRAMMING    
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This course is an introduction to writing computer programs.  Students will use the C++ 
computer language.  The fundamentals of programming such as syntax, grammar, debugging, 
looping, sub-functions and arrays will be studied. The students will be graded on the programs 
they create and on tests. 
Prerequisite:  Geometry 
 
 
E-COMMERCE 
Elective  One Term   Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
E-Commerce is designed to help students master skills in the design and construction of 
complex web sites for conducting business electronically.   Students will analyze entrepreneurial 
traits, prepare a business plan for a business of their choice, identify target markets, evaluate 
competition, develop a marketing plan and make managerial decisions.  Emphasis is on skill 
development in constructions and entrepreneurial applications of conducting business 
electronically as well as economic, social, legal, and ethical issues related to business 
ownership.  
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C O O P E R A T I V E   E D U C A T I O N

FROM SCHOOL TO WORK 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits: 10  Grades:  12    
        
The purpose of this course is to help students in Diversified Occupations make a smooth 
transition from school classrooms to meaningful jobs. Students will become aware of the 
responsibilities that they will have to their schools and employers as cooperative education 
students.  They will also learn about skills they will need to succeed in at their work experiences 
and at future full-time jobs.  These skills include the ability to communicate effectively, solve 
basic math problems, dress appropriately for work, and work safely on the job.  The students 
will also study career planning, job hunting, job adjustment, and money management 
techniques.  The students will also be encouraged to develop leadership abilities and to 
participate in vocational education organizations. 
Prerequisite:  Be enrolled in On-the-Job Training; Interview with Coop Teacher, Obtain a 
signed contract. 
 
ON-THE-JOB TRAINING 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits: 10  Grades:  12 
 
On-the-Job Training provides credit to students who are employed in an approved training 
station (approved by the teacher coordinator).  The training station must be willing to work with 
the school to provide an educational learning experience.  The employer, student, school, and 
parents will agree and sign a training agreement/ training plans to validate the responsibilities of 
each of the parties.  Applications for the program must be completed by the student, parent, and 
employer and approved by the teacher coordinator before enrollment in the program is official. 
Prerequisite:  Be enrolled in From School to Work; Interview with Coop Teacher; Obtain a 
signed contract. 
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D R I V E R   E D U C A T I 0 N 
 
DRIVER EDUCATION      
Northeast Community College will be offering Driver’s Ed for the 
Provisional Operator’s Permit (ages 15-17) during the school year and 
during the summer.    The class consists of two parts:  classroom and 
driving.  There will be 20 hours of classroom instruction and 5 hours of 
behind-the-wheel driving time.  The cost is $283.51 (may be adjusted for 
classes starting in fall ’10).

NEWCOMER ESL      
Elective  1-4 Terms  Credits:  5-20  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
  
A course designed for recent arrivals who have little or no English proficiency.  Newcomer ESL 
has a specialized curriculum that is designed to provide beginning students with the skills 
necessary to manage basic proficiency as well as meet needs in educational and social 
settings.  The course also focuses on orientation to the educational system of the United States. 
Prerequisite:  Less than one year in the United States 
 
ESL ENGLISH I      
Elective  1-4 Terms  Credits:  5-20  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
This course is a beginning level course focusing on developing the students’ ability to 
communicate effectively in formal and informal settings.  Skills in listening, speaking, reading 
and writing will be developed.  In addition, vocabulary expansion and cultural awareness will 
also be covered. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission or Newcomer Center 
 
ESL ENGLISH II      
Elective  1-4 Terms  Credits:  5-20  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
This is an intermediate course focusing on the grammatical structure of English and a more 
complex usage of the language.  Skills in listening, speaking, reading, writing and advanced 
vocabulary are also included. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission or ESL 1 
 
ESL RESOURCE      
Elective  1-4 Terms  Credits:  5-20  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
ESL Resource is for those eligible students who need extra time to focus on content classes.  
One-on-one assistance is provided for students needing help with homework, test taking, 
reading and writing in their second language. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission; ESL students only 
 
ESL MATH        
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
This course will prepare English language learners for success in mathematics classes by 
developing the needed content vocabulary and problem solving skills.  Course content includes 
addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, estimation, fractions, decimals, ratio and 
proportion, percent, measurement, basic geometry, and pre-algebra. 
Prerequisite:  Students must be in ESL 1, ESL 2, or have exited ESL and are being monitored. 
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ESL SOCIAL STUDIES  
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
This course will prepare English language learners for success in the Social Studies content 
classes by providing them with concept vocabulary and basic history concepts.  American 
History, World History, Geography and mapping skills will be the main focus of this class. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission 
 
ESL CIVICS 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
A pathway to civic responsibility that includes:  civics, driver’s education, intercultural education, 
societal norms for sex ed and dating, legalities, and citizenship responsibilities and 
expectations. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permissions; ESL students only. 
 
ESL PERSONAL COMPUTER 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
ESL PC is designed to give students an overall exposure to the basic computer skills that are 
virtually required in today’s computer-based society.  The course will center on the IBM 
compatible computer.   
 
ESL SPEECH (ORAL COMMUNICATION)  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12  
 
Language development through speech will be the focus of this course.  Students with limited 
English will learn how to communicate effectively in formal and informal settings.  By using 
conversational settings as well as formal speeches and presentations, students will study the 
vocabulary and pronunciation skills that will develop confidence in English speaking skills. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission

FOODS 1 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
  
This is an introductory foods course which includes nutrition study, how to use a recipe, how to 
work safely and efficiently, and how to prepare, buy, and store different types of foods.  The 
class consists of one or more cooking experiences per week.  If a student breaks something, it 
is his/her responsibility to pay for the item.  A three-ring binder (at least 1”) with dividers is 
suggested. 
  
FOODS 2        
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
  
After completion of this course, students should be able to read and prepare almost any recipe.  
They will understand why they should eat nutritious meals and the importance of good nutrition. 
Menus will be planned according to food guide pyramid, dietary guidelines, and appeal.  Foreign 
foods will be studied, as well as students completing a written report and cooking 
demonstrations.  The class consists of one or more cooking experiences per week.  If a student 
breaks something, it is his/her responsibility to pay for the item.   
Prerequisite:  Foods 1  
 
CHILD DEVELOPMENT 1      
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This course will cover the study of children from conception through age two.  Included in this 
course will be the study of pregnancy, labor, birth, delivery and infant and toddler care.  A field 
trip to the obstetrics department of the hospital will be included.  Students will relate to the 
expenses involved in having a child as well as the responsibilities of parenting.  Students will 
adopt an electronic doll baby to experience parenting skills.  A three-ring binder (at least 2”) is 
suggested. 
 
CHILD DEVELOPMENT 2     
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This course will cover the study of children from age three through age five.  The primary focus 
will be on the preschool years.  The students will understand the operation of a preschool and 
experience working with children ages 4, 5 and 6.  Students will prepare activities for the 
children and participate individually and lead group activities.  Students will complete a 
notebook of activities for children.  A three-ring binder (at least 2”) is suggested. 
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ADULT LIVING        
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
This course will give the students a basic understanding of themselves, an outlook on dating, 
engagement, love, relationships and what is involved in marriage.  Additional areas include; 
date rape, addictions, goal setting, conflict resolution, organization of time and lifestyle 
expectations and living on your own.  A major project is required as well as supplies for the 
major project. 
 
SINGLE SURVIVAL       
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This course will consist of basic family and consumer science information needed to survive in 
today's world.  Topics covered will include money management, credit cards, shopping skills, 
consumerism, insurance, budgeting, identity theft, and internet safety. A class project will be 
completed, as well as an individual project. 
  
HOUSING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This course covers a study of different styles of housing, why we need housing, house plans, 
the study of room and furniture arrangements, interior decorating and if time allows-selecting 
and buying of home furnishings.  The students will need to have a ruler, good eraser, and a 
notebook for this class. 
 
FASHION MERCHANDISING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This course will address the elements and principles of design, purchasing quality clothing, 
dressing for success, clothing care, and textiles.  Students will also look at the trends and 
marketing of clothing.  The class will examine the relationship between culture and clothing.  
Students will do some fashion designing.  Required materials include a three-ring binder and 
dividers.  A portfolio will be required.

ENGLISH 1 
Required  Two Terms  Credits:  10 Grades:  9 
 
The purpose of English 1 is to strengthen reading, writing, listening, and speaking through a 
literature-based program.  Students will read short stories, poems, essays, and plays and will 
write various types of compositions in connection with the literature.  Usage, grammar, 
mechanics, and vocabulary relating to reading and writing are an integral part of the program. 
 
ENGLISH 2 
Required  Two Terms  Credits:  10 Grades:  10 
 
English 2 centers around vocabulary, spelling, writing and other skill activities which are 
implemented on a regular basis.  A survey of the literature studied may include poetry, short 
stories, legends, plays, biographies, and a Shakespearean play.  A limited grammar and library 
review is given and a formal research paper is written.  Grades are based on test and quiz 
scores, daily work, projects and participation. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 1 or Practical English  
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PRACTICAL ENGLISH I     
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9, 10 
 
Course offers students the opportunity to develop their ability to read fluently. Emphasis is 
placed on vocabulary development and reading strategies to improve comprehension.  Includes 
intensive study and practice in sentence construction, and students are exposed to a wide 
variety of writing, speaking, and listening experiences. 
 
PRACTICAL ENGLISH 2 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11 
 
Practical English 2 is intended for students who have been unsuccessful in English 2.  
Counselors and teachers may also recommend students for this class.  Practical  
English 2 will continue to emphasize reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills.  
 
PRACTICAL ENGLISH 1M 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9,10,11,12 
 
This course is intended to improve students’ reading comprehension by increasing students’ 
knowledge of word meanings.  Students are provided with multiple opportunities to learn a wide 
variety of words, concepts, and topics.  Reading, writing, listening, and speaking activities allow 
students to process word meanings.  Teacher permission is required. 
 
PRACTICAL ENGLISH 2E 
Elective  Two Terms  Credits:  10  Grades: 9,10,11,12 
 
The goal of this course is to develop students’ abilities to integrate information in text through 
both reading and writing.  Students are taught how to take notes, outline, summarize, and study 
efficiently in the context of varying content areas.  Teacher permission is required. 
 
PRACTICAL ENGLISH 3 
Required (or Composition 1)   One Term Credits:  5 Grades: 11 
 
This communication/composition class will emphasize the writing process and particularly 
persuasive essays.  Students will give an oral presentation.  Usage, mechanics, spelling, 
vocabulary, and sentence revision will be included, as well as the six-trait writing evaluation. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of four terms of English comprised of English 1, English 2, 
Practical English 1 or Practical English 2. 
 
COMPOSITION 1 
Required (or Practical English 3) One Term Credits:  5  Grades:  11 
 
On an advanced level, students will add to their knowledge of usage, mechanics, spelling, 
vocabulary, and sentence revision.  Various forms of writing will be studied.  An oral 
presentation is required.  Time will also be devoted to college preparation. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of four terms of English comprised of English 1, English 2, 
Practical English 1, or Practical English 2. 
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AMERICAN LITERATURE 1     
Meets the American Literature graduation requirement     One Term   Credits:  5   Grade:  11, 12 
 
This weighted course is designed for the more motivated and college bound student who seeks 
an academic challenge. Students will be able to survey, interpret, analyze, react, and respond to 
the American literature from the 1600's to the post Civil War period. This course will cover 
literary movements from Puritanism, Neo classicism, Romanticism, Transcendentalism up to 
Realism.  Although students will study various literary techniques, authors, genres, trends and 
universal themes heavy emphasis is put upon reading and interpreting non-fiction works.  
Students will be exposed to a variety of short stories, poems, essays, plays, political documents 
and novels.  Various writing skills and vocabulary will also be reinforced.  Student proficiency 
will be assessed with tests, quizzes, essays, projects and journals or notebooks 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of four terms of English comprised of English 1 and 
English 2. 
 
AMERICAN LITERATURE 2    
Meets the American Literature graduation requirement      One Term   Credits:  5 Grade:  11, 12 
 
The course continues the surveying, interpreting, analyzing, reacting and responding to the 
American literature from the late 1800's through the mid twentieth century.  Students will study 
various literary techniques, authors, genres, trends and universal themes.  Students will have an 
opportunity to read short stories, poems, essays, and plays.  Various writing skills and 
vocabulary will also be covered.  Performance will be measured with tests, quizzes, essays, 
projects and journals or notebooks.  Purchase of some materials may be required.  
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of four terms of English comprised of English 1, English 2, 
Practical English 1 or Practical English 2. 
 
COMPOSITION 2 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This course prepares the college-bound students for a variety of writing experiences which may 
include argumentative essays, process papers, and college-type research.  Critical analysis of 
poetry, novels, or short stories will be required of each student.  Evaluation will be based on 
ideas, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency, and conventions.  Vocabulary and 
conventions will continue to be considered, but emphasis will be on organization and content. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Composition 1 
 
SPEECH 1        
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
Speech 1 deals with the fundamentals of public speaking.  Every student is involved in speaking 
and interaction skills through a variety of speeches and activities.  The forms of speaking 
covered will be introductions, demonstration, informative, persuasive, and impromptu.  Students 
will also learn to become effective and critical listeners.  Techniques of electronic library usage 
and research will be applied as students prepare their speeches.  Organization and analyzation 
of research will be applied as students put into writing format a logical, fluent speech.   
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of one term of English 1 
 
SPEECH 2        
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Speech 2 builds upon skills which students acquired in Speech 1.  Students will analyze some 
of the notable speakers and speeches in history, seeking to identify what it takes to make a 
speech and speaker truly great.  They will research and deliver formal speeches.  Parliamentary 
procedure will be studied and practiced.  Another aspect of the class will be story telling.  
Students will analyze what makes a story and storytelling memorable.  They will study 
broadcast radio and TV; then use their skills to practice and perform a radio and TV News 
broadcast.   
Prerequisite:  Speech 1 
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SCHOOL NEWS BROADCASTING 
Elective  Two to Four Terms Credits:  10-20 Grades:  10, 11, 12  
   
School News Broadcasting is a hands-on course designed to give students experience in 
planning, producing, and editing daily school news broadcasts.  Students will be expected to 
videotape and conduct interviews as they cover school events.  Computer editing skills will be 
taught in the class.  Students may be required to cover events outside the school day.  
Proficient speaking, reading, and writing skills are necessary. 
Prerequisite:  Teacher permission and a ‘B’ or above in English classes.  Students must 
complete an application form and obtain a teacher reference. 
 
DISTRICT TELEVISION NEWS 
Elective  Two to Four Terms Credits:  10-20 Grades:  11, 12  
(Seniors will be given preference) 
 
District Television News is a class designed for those students interested in a career in mass 
communications, specifically the broadcast media.  The purpose of the class is to give students 
experience covering events occurring in schools district-wide and creating a bi-weekly news 
broadcast to be aired on the local public access cable television channel.  Students will be 
responsible for reporting and editing feature and news events for an assigned school within the 
district.  Strong speaking and writing skills are important for this class.  Filming and film editing 
skills would be helpful but are not prerequisites.  Bilingual skills will be given consideration.  
Students must have access to transportation to assigned buildings.  Teacher approval is 
required before registering for this class. 
 
DRAMA      
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
The primary focus is to learn about lighting, makeup, sound history and back-stage.  
Terminology for the theater will be emphasized.  The class will also allow for hands on 
experimentation in the theatrical realm.  Therefore, small group presentations will be performed, 
and when possible, for public performance.  The memorization of lines by designated dates, 
attendance, cooperation, personal involvement and tests will be crucial factors in the grading 
process.  The student will be required to perform parts of plays in front of an audience. 
Prerequisite:  Speech 1, Extracurricular Involvement in Drama, or Teacher Permission 
 
ADVANCED DRAMATICS  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
The primary focus of this class is to emphasize the acting skills of theater.  Students will put 
together and perform a play or plays to present to the public.  They will be responsible for all 
aspects of the production as a group, but each student may focus on a separate skill.  Line 
memorization, attendance, cooperation, performing assigned tasks will be crucial to the grading 
process. 
Prerequisite:  Drama or Teacher Permission 
 
APPLIED COMMUNICATION     
Elective  Two Terms  Credits: 10  Grades:  11, 12 
 
The purpose of Applied Communication is to teach communication/language arts/English skills 
as they apply in the workplace.  Students will sharpen their reading, writing, listening, speaking, 
thinking, visualization and nonverbal skills.  They will apply their skills in agriculture, 
business/marketing, health, home economics, or technical/trade/industrial occupational areas.  
A variety of modules pertaining to communication skills in the workplace will be studied.  
Spelling and vocabulary words from the work world will be covered weekly.  Technical writing 
such as memos, business letters and resumes are included.  Students will also have the 
opportunity to read about various jobs and assess their employment qualities.  Grading is based 
upon points for presentations, projects, quizzes and application skill sheets that show mastery 
of the skills.

BRITISH LITERATURE (NECC DUAL CREDIT CLASS) 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 11, 12 
 
This weighted course is designed for the more motivated and college bound student who seeks 
an academic challenge.  This course is designed to familiarize students with the authors, works 
and literary movements which make up the British literary heritage which heavily influenced 
America’s literary development.  The class will chronologically cover the various literary periods 
in English literature in relationship to the historical, social and cultural events which helped to 
shape the literature of Britain.  Students will be invited to explore authors, themes, genres and 
literary movements in relationship to the development of England as a nation and in relationship 
to the development of the English language as it has evolved through the ages.  The class will 
involve daily reading assignments, discussions, small group activities, vocabulary exercises, 
response journals, writing assignments and frequent assessments.  The class is designed as an 
elective for the more motivated student and will earn credit toward graduation requirements in 
English.  Moreover, it will expose students to a wide variety of authors, genres, works and 
themes which will benefit the student in the post high school environment.  In addition, the 
course offers an excellent opportunity to learn more about the history, heritage and cultural 
contributions of the nation which helped shape the United States literary and political tradition.  
Student proficiency will be assessed with tests, quizzes, essays, projects and journals or 
notebooks. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 2 
 
JOURNALISM       
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Journalism (academic) is a one-semester course designed to explore the different types of 
journalism.  As an exploration class, the following types of media are included:  print, television, 
and radio, with the major emphasis on print media.   
Students are expected to have at least average writing skills.  
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 1 
 
 
JOURNALISM ACTIVITY:  YEARBOOK 
Elective  Four Terms  Credits:  20  Grades:  11, 12 
 
The actual production of materials for the yearbook occurs in this class.  This course may be 
repeated each year for credit.  Students who wish to enroll in this class must fill out an 
application that will be reviewed by the yearbook advisor and student editors.  Credit for this 
class counts toward the 250 credits for graduation, but does NOT count toward fulfilling the 
English department graduation requirement of eight terms.  Photographers will learn to operate 
a digital camera.  Students will be expected to visit local businesses to sell advertising during 
and outside of school hours and to attend school activities to take pictures and obtain 
information.  Students are required to sell a set amount of ads to area businesses.  Average 
writing skills are expected.  In addition, students must be free to attend school activities to take 
pictures and obtain information.   
Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission; at or above a ‘B’ average in English classes; a good 
attendance record; and be willing to work two weeks into the summer to complete deadlines. 
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JOURNALISM ACTIVITY:  NEWSPAPER 
Elective  Four Terms  Credits:  20  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
The school newspaper is produced in this class.  Students will have the opportunity to perform a 
variety of duties, including writing and editing stories, taking photographs, and completing 
layouts.  Photographers will learn to operate a digital camera.  Students may be asked to visit 
local businesses to sell advertising during school hours and to attend school activities to take 
pictures and obtain information.  Average writing skills are expected.  Students must receive 
permission from the newspaper adviser to enroll in this class.  Credit for this class counts 
toward the 250 credits for graduation, but does NOT count toward fulfilling the English 
department graduation requirement of eight terms.  This course may be repeated each year for 
credit.       Prerequisite:  Teacher Permission 
 
READING STRATEGIES     
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12 
 
Designed to strengthen certain skill areas in reading, this course offers a variety leisure reading 
of units for all types of reading.  Reading areas involving comprehension, rate, and vocabulary 
are covered as well as units pertaining to SQR3, note taking, test taking, memory techniques 
and research.  Grades will be based on unit tests, quizzes and work/participation points. 
 
CONTEMPORARY AUTHORS 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
This course is designed to allow students to read, analyze, discuss, and appreciate 
novels in a group setting and individually.  A large portion of the class will allow students 
to self-select novels to read and evaluate.  Major projects will include an individual novel 
study and an author study.  Both projects will result in class presentations.   
 
THE SHORT STORY  
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
This course involves the study of the elements and development of the short story.  Stories will 
be selected from a variety of genres, with emphasis placed on exploring the themes of culture 
and identity found in literature.  Grades will be based upon completion of a variety of projects, 
activities and written assignments, as well as tests and quizzes. 
 
MYTHOLOGY 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
Though this class uses classical mythology as its core, it explores the myths of other cultures as 
well.  Attention is given to what myths say about the cultures and times, and how they influence 
succeeding generations.  Emphasis is placed on Greek Mythology.  Collaborating on 
assignments is common; however, final grades will be determined by written homework 
assignments, oral presentations, tests, quizzes and/or self-assessment activities. 
 
CREATIVE WRITING 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades: 10, 11, 12 
 
Creative writing will cover writing poems, short stories, essays, plays and several other forms of 
writing.  Critiquing, editing, and revision will also be covered in the class.  Some of the class 
may work in conjunction with the production of the school’s literary magazine ESCAPE.  Other 
publication outlets may also be considered. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 2 
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH (NECC DUAL CREDIT CLASS)   
Elective  *Every Other Day  Credits: 10  Grade: 12 
 
This class involves the study and practice of writing and the study of literature from various 
genres and periods.  Writing assignments will focus on the critical analysis of literature, 
including essays in exposition and argument.  A variety of individual works will be studied and 
examined according to language, characterization, action and theme.  Other points of 
consideration will include structure, meaning, value and the relationship to contemporary 
experience as well as to the times in which it was written.  Grades will be based on intensive 
study assignments, objective tests, written compositions and independent study projects.  A 
student may earn college credit by either taking the Advanced Placement Examination in May or 
enrolling through Northeast Community College; however, fees will be paid by the student. 
Prerequisite: It is highly recommended that a student have a 3.0 GPA or higher and a C+ or 
higher average in English classes before enrolling in this class. 
 *There will be days (when a student is not scheduled to be in class) where the teacher will 
require a student to report to class to receive extra help. 
 
 
INTRODUCTION TO BUSINESS ENGLISH (NECC ARTICULATED CLASS) 
Elective  One Term  Credits:  5  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Emphasis will be on developing and reviewing the principles of grammar and spelling as applied 
to the business world.  Students will demonstrate a practical application of grammar, spelling, 
and composition as applied to letters, minutes, request letters, and other modes of writing used 
in the business world.  Students will differentiate the conventions of standard and nonstandard 
English. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English 1

APPLIED MATH  
Elective  Two terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12  
    
This class offers the student an opportunity to practice skills used in calculating decimals, 
fractions and integers.  Problem solving skills will be applied to a wide variety of real life 
situations including graphs, measurement, area, volume and percent.  Grades will be based on 
class participation, completion of daily assignments and test scores. 

 

ALGEBRA ONE 
Elective  Four terms  Credits:  20  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
 
This class is designed for the student who believes that he or she may need more guided 
practice to grasp the concepts of Algebra. 
Students taking this class will revisit the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and 
division of fractions, decimals, and positive and negative numbers.  Among other topics covered 
are solving equations and inequalities, graphing linear equations, solving systems of equations, 
finding polynomial products and factoring.  Problem solving skills will be applied to a wide 
variety of real life situations.   Lectures, class discussion, in-class group work and daily written 
assignments play a large part in the learning experience.  Student progress will be measured by 
daily work, quizzes and tests.  
Because Algebra One and Algebra 1 cover the same content, credit may be earned for 
only one of the classes. 
 
 
 
ALGEBRA 1       
Elective  Two terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  9, 10, 11, 12 
Students taking this class should have a good understanding of how to add, subtract, multiply 
and divide fractions, decimals, and positive and negative numbers.  Among the topics covered 
are solving equations and inequalities, graphing linear equations, solving systems of equations, 
finding polynomial products and factoring.  Problem solving skills will be applied to a wide 
variety of real life situations.  Lectures, class discussion, in-class group work and daily written 
assignments play a large part in the learning experience.  Student progress will be measured by 
daily work, quizzes and tests.  Great importance is placed on student initiative regarding 
homework. 
Note:  Because Algebra One and Algebra 1 cover the same content, credit may be earned 
for only one of the classes. 
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GEOMETRY       

Elective  Two terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Geometry provides a thorough knowledge of points, lines, planes and solids.  It gives students 
opportunities to learn inductive reasoning and to develop logical systems of thought.  This 
course is a prerequisite for all upper level courses in mathematics or computer science. 
Lectures, board work, intensive discussion, daily written assignments and audio visual aids are 
used extensively.  Student progress will be measured by daily grades, quizzes, tests and/or 
notebook.  From past observations, students with a C- or lower in Algebra 1 struggle 
considerably with this course. 
Prerequisite:  Algebra 1 
 

ALGEBRA 2 

Elective  Two terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Concepts introduced in Algebra 1 are further developed in Algebra 2 and include linear 
equations and inequalities, polynomials and quadratic equations.  Among the new concepts 
introduced are matrices and determinants, complex numbers, quadratic functions, systems of 
equations, exponential and logarithmic functions and conic graphs.  Students will be evaluated 
by homework assignments, quizzes and tests.  From past observations, students with a C- 
or lower in Geometry, struggle considerably with this course. 
Prerequisite:  Geometry 
 

BUSINESS MATH 
Elective  Two terms   Credits:  10  Grades:  10, 11, 12 
 
Business math is designed to review basic mathematic principles and explore employment math 
usage.  These tasks include whole number, fractions, decimals, and percents.  Equation skills 
will be enhanced.  From here students will apply problem-solving skills to a variety of 
employment situations.  Topics include banking transactions, checking accounts, bank 
statements, credit cards, and interest (simple and compound).  Business applications include 
discounts, markups and markdowns, payroll, installment buying, and the cost of home 
ownership.  Lecture, class discussion, in-class group work and daily written assignments play a 
large part in the learning experience.  The intended audience is the student transitioning from 
school to the work environment to facilitate smooth adjustment to independent living.  Student 
progress will be measure by daily work, quizzes, and tests. 
 

COLLEGE MATH (NECC DUAL CREDIT CLASS) 
Elective  Two terms  Credits:  10  Grades:  11, 12 
 
This class is designed for students planning on going to college but not majoring in a math field.  
The topics covered are needed for College Algebra courses.  Topics include:  Linear functions, 
Polynomial and rational functions, Trigonometric function, Conics, Series and sequences, 
probability and statistics.  Students will be evaluated by homework assignments, quizzes and 
tests.  From past observations, students with a C- or lower in Geometry and/or Algebra 2 
will struggle considerably with this course.   
College Credit:  Students may take College Math for 3 hours of college credit through 
Northeast Community College if they have a COMPASS score of 45 or an ACT math score 
of 21. 
Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 and Geometry
